Dear Sisters and Brothers,

Because of ision, the
parish developed a peer-led campus ministry in whioe
college students lived in the same house with iterv
(seminary intern) and were the ground troops fgaging
their peers with the Gospel, as well as, full ggrants in the
parish’s life.

And one is an elementary teacher and excellensicelsmu-
sician. | still stand in awe of the ways that tHfamily has
faithfully stewarded God’s gifts to them.

My supervisor was the first | heard using the phrg
“an attitude of gratitude.” Because God blessesouschly
each day, because God has spared nothing evepdtteaf
His dear Son Jesus Christ, we the baptized aredctire-
spond with lives that exemplify an attitude of gtate. This
is not a stock phrase. It is a way of life!

Almost five and one-half years ago, | became your

pastor. In that time, we have born the marks ohttig cross
as we have repeatedly dealt with the ravages airnhely
trinity of sin, death, and Satan. Our strugglewancer and
untimely deaths have disheartened us. Our struggleis-
cern what kind of parish we are going to be hasg&altted
us. Dear sisters and brothers in Christ havepasj wounde

each other and have lost sight of the work we ltean given

to do while it is yet day before the sight comesthie past,
dissension and finger-pointing have erupted sonestiaven
among leaders and church workers. Finally, our demation
has departed from the consensus of the whole Chinasiing
fallen in love with the world but in ways that dotmeflect

Now is a time to confess our own sins and to retar

lifestyles that reflect an attitude of gratitudeawiis the time
Mto select leaders that will study God’s Word anddiful in
their reception of the Word and Sacraments. Natlegime
to begin to discern how our parish will be differéman other
parishes around us. Now is the time to be reengigie:
positive tasks of making disciples of all ethniogps. We
have the unique gifts and calling to be a regigaaish that
draws people who are looking for a distinctivelffetient Lu-
theran Christian congregation. And we could start par-
ishes!

Let us be candid. We have said goodbye, ofterysadl
(and occasionally gladly) to those that did not itarbe part
of building a new future for St. Matthew’s, a feedause
they did not like my style of preaching, teachiagd shep-
herding. | say that descriptively and without ranaioglee.
Some have gone away for a time and then have braamd
back. Others have found new places to engage wheye
could, without bitterness, live with an attitudegpétitude. A
few less than charitable outside observers havgestigd that
my attitude was: “Don't let the door hit you in thackside.”
That is neither true nor an observance of the camaimant
against bearing false witness.

The way forward is to stop looking backwards like
Lot's wife, who may have been the first case ofigsia pa-
ralysis. The way forward is not to repeat: “We ledlat that
before and decided it couldn’t be done.” The wayhod is
not to say: “Ah, but we’re hardly packing the hoas¢his
point.” The way forward is not to blaspheme Godshying
that we have not the resources to do new thingan&solder
pastor put it, “There is never a money problenmha €Church.
There is often a faith problem!” Or as another gsteward
said: “I've got good news and bad news. The goatsrie
God has all the money in the world. The bad newlasit's
in your pocket!”

Occasionally the church has to grow first throagh
trition before it can move forward in gratitude goy. | hope
you will, with me, get down on your knees now aepant of
whatever ways you have not lived with an attitutigratitude
and the ways that you have failed to heed Godlgealisci-
pleship. | hope you will choose to be part of Satilew’'s
future, a positive and culture-engaging but simnétausly and
honestly countercultural future! In the coming yearr lead-
ers will ask the Holy Spirit's guidance and asky8pirit-led
help to cast a new distinctive vision for St. Matths. Be
faithful in worship and study and prayer. If thar@pf God

calls you to another parish, that’s fine. If thaérpf God
dealls you more deeply into our life together, thablk to God!
