The Youth Need Our Help and Support

The youth program at St Matthews is one o
the best in Wilmington. | would like you to join nme
taking time to count our blessings and thank Nanc
Magruder and the many contributors and voluntee
who have made a uniquely Christian educational
experience a reality through the youth program.

This has been a great summer for the Youtl
with many opportunities for growth in their persbng
walk with Christ. The big event this year was the
Youth Gathering in New Orleans where more than
37,000 Lutheran Youth came together to share a
Christian experience. Our youth were in awe of th
power of Christ in action at this event!

The youth began planning for this event las
year. The plans were made, deposits for the trigw
paid and fund raising activities were planned and
carried out. Late in March, Nancy was contactedl
told that we would have to purchase additional
housing for our youth due to limits on how many
youth could stay in each room. The additional cos
was $4,200.00 and was totally unexpected and ou
our control.

Some funds are provided to assist with the
of the Youth program through the budget ($8,000 f
2009) but it is never enough to cover the costaingl
the various youth activities, mission trips and pam
each year. Parents pay towards the cost of many
activities the youth are involved in. The youthseai
the additional funds needed each year with the biel
a giving and caring congregation. We do not requi

chaperones to pay to attend mission trips and cam|d

because they are generally taking time off fromkvg
to provide supervision of our youth. This cost is
roughly $500.00 per chaperone and generally threr
2 adult women and 2 adult men chaperones. Their
participation is invaluable and without them camps
and mission trips would not be possible.

The 2009 youth program began ($1900.00)
the negative largely due to the cost of providing
chaperones for camps and mission trips in 2008.
Although the youth raised enough money to cover
expected costs of their activities for this yehe t
unexpected additional housing costs for the Youth
Gathering ($4200.00) and the deficit ($1900.0Ghat
